	Ancestor of modern backgammon
	· Each player has 15 pieces. 

· All pieces enter from square 1 and travel counterclockwise. 


	Because the name sounds really cool.

	Nine Men Morris
	· Emerged from the Roman Empire
	· The object of the game is to leave the opposing player with less than three pieces or no legal moves 


	It is from Rome.

	Caculi
	· The Romans referred to this game as ludus calculorum, "the game of stones," 


	· Black plays first. 

· First person to line up five stones in a row orthogonally or diagonally wins. 

· It is illegal to make a "double open-ended three" unless one is forced to do so. 

· If the board becomes filled, the game is a draw. 


	Sounds a lot like calculator.

	Duodecim Scripta
	· It is really cool.
	· Two players sat across from each other and placed their 15 black or white pieces (presumably stacked) on the first square on their side of the board. 

· The players each tossed a set of three dice from a cup and would move their pieces according to the value of the throw. 


	· The game really shaped the road for other games.

	Tesserae
	· Playing Dice was very popular game among the Romans. 


	· Throw the dice on the ground.
	· The game was very interesting and stuff.

	Knucklebones
	· Looks a lot like bloody kunckles.
	· Punch each others kunckles.
	· Game art and design.
